This example documents life cycle stages for ICPSR study no. 5809, “American Foreign Policy Officials Study, 1966.” Markup has been created as if information were entered while the survey was moving through its life cycle, trying to capture as many life cycle stages as possible – study design, concept, proposal, funding, creating the questionnaire, collecting data, data production. This demonstrates the capability to enhance study-related documentation (richer information if captured at the source) and the ability to create schemes (concepts, universes, questions, variables, categories, codes); response domains; and representation.
